 INFORMATIONS

I have been working in an infectious deseases ward for 9 years. I daily assist people affected with: tuberculosis,meningitis,hepatitis,endocarditis,AIDS,malaria,pneumonie,gastroenteritis and many other deseases. I like working in this ward since it is very interesting and it involves psychological work especially with people affected with hiv.

During my daily work , I use all the necessary individual preventive measures, universal preventive measures (hand washing before and after any activity,rubber gloves, specific containers to dispose of contaminated needles,masks to protect against blood spurts…) specific measures (the respect of the different isolations like for TB…).

My daily work consists in a series of activities:

Evaluation of the person’s autonomy and the care of patiens partially or totaly dipendent.

Nurse’s round during which I distribute medicines, take blood pressures and pulses, and blood tests. During the nurse’s round I find out if the patients have to point out new health problems so as to comunicate them during the doctor’s round, or if the case, plan the nursing to present, solve or alleviate the problems. Verify and register if the patients have nutritional problems.

Work in collaboration and co-ordinate the activities of other health care professionals and nurse students during the bed rounds; mobilise patients; manual evacuation and the performing of enema in case of constipation.

Evaluate the administration of therapy (insulin therapy, if glucose test is low…)

Take temperatures and administer medicines in case of high temperature.

Perform wound dressings.

Evaluate and perform urinary catheterizations and nasogastric tube positioning

The insertion of intravenous cannulae.

Administration of intravenous madications (drips) injections, total parenteral nutrition (TPN); collaborate with the doctor in administrating chemotherapy; intradermal inoculation.

Collaborate with the doctor in performing invasive procedures (paracentesis, lumbar puncture…)

Perform an electrocardiograph

Apply the techniques of first aid and collaborate with the doctor in emergency cases.

Admission of a new patient; write the nurse’s report.

Do sanitary education to the patients that are discharged and to their relatives.

The preparation of blood tests (written request and blood containers) and other biological tests (urine tests, faeces tests, cytological tests…) with their written request and specific containers.
