MIDWIFERY WORKING EXPERIENCE

Employed as a midwife at the Leicester Royal Infirmary, UHL, NHS trust since september 2003 when I moved to England from Italy.
Currently on a year long carreer break due to finish in August 2006.

I feel competent in the antenatal, intrapartum and postpartum care of low and high risk women.

During the first rotational year at the University Hospitals of Leicester I had worked in the midwifery led care postnatal ward, in the two high risk antenatal and postnatal wards and in the labour ward.
For ten months I was core staff in the Kensington Birth Centre located in the hospital. I am familiar with waterbirths and I have a small experience with parentcraft classes. Experienced in telephone assessment.
Competent in antenatal assessment and check of low and high risk women (PET, diabetes, PROM etc). 

Competent in delivery assistance of low and high risk women (vaginal speculum examinations, preterm labour, terminations, oxitocin infusion, epidural top-ups, Fse application, episiotomy, perineal repair), intrapartum fetal monitoring (intermittent auscultation and CTG interpretation), doctor`s assistance with instrumental deliveries and fetal blood sample.

Competent in the care and check of newborn babies of normal deliveries and caesarean section, blood glucose monitoring, screening blood spots.

Competent in the postnatal care and discharge of low and high risk and high dependancy women. 
I had some experience when I was a student as a scrub midwife, in a blood centre and in an antenatal clinic for immigrant women.

I worked as a volunteer in Kenia (Tharaka district, Meru County) as a midwife in November 2002 and April and May 2003. It was a Catholic mission with a dispensary and a 25 bed maternity unit. I provided antenatal, intrapartum and postnatal care to low and high risk care. Although the unit was very well organized, the local staff and the volunteers had to work with a very small supply of  technology, equipment and medicines. The maternity unit didn`t have an obstetric theatre and the women had to be transferred to the neares city hospital that was located about 40 km away.

I also took part in the local progam of HIV, STD and malaria prevention and in the program of children immunization.
